Turning On/Off the Device

To turn on the device, press and hold the Power Button @ Q) for 2 seconds. The blue light indicator will turn on and the DNT logo will appear on the screen.
To turn it off, press and hold the Power Button @ C), and a 2-second countdown timer will appear. Continue to hold the Power Button to turn it off (the blue light indicator

will also turn off).

Entering Standby Mode

Short press the Power Button @ Q) will place VISION in standby mode. The screen will turn black, and the orange indicator light will appear. To exit standby mode, simply
short press the Power Button @ @ again.

Ocular Adjustments

This is to achieve the best screen clarity for your eye, and it is independent of the target (therefore, you
can set it with the objective lens cap closed). You can use the eye cup as a reference point for proper eye

relief. Slowly spin the Ocular @ either left or right until you have achieved the best clarity of the screen.

Once it is set, you don't need to adjust it anymore.

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Reticle Zeroing Example

Steps:

1. Place the target 30-yards away. Adjust the focus to ensure that the objective lens presents a sharp image of the target.

2. On the target, choose a central aiming point and observe the point of impact (T).

3. Return the reticle to the original aiming point, hold steady on this aim point, and then short press the Power Button @ (1) to freeze the sight picture.
4. Adjust the X and Y value to align the reticle with the point of impact.

5. Select "save", then short press the PIP Button @ -‘to confirm, save the settings, and exit.

Note: Once the reticle has been changed (either moved), the magnification cannot be adjusted.
